Cranfield Surgery update and response to recent Infocus newsletter
Response to Recent InFocus Newsletter Regarding Cranfield Surgery Opening

We are aware of a recent InFocus newsletter circulated by a local councillor suggesting that residents have been unable to register with Marston Forest Healthcare due to delays with the new Cranfield surgery.

We would like to reassure all patients and residents that our practice list remains open.
There are no restrictions on registration, and we continue to register new patients living within our practice boundary, including those who have recently moved to the area. Any suggestion that patients are unable to register with Marston Forest Healthcare is inaccurate.

As correctly noted by the councillor, the delays in opening the new Cranfield surgery are not due to the practice. The remaining delays relate to wider operational matters being managed by the Bedfordshire, Luton and Milton Keynes Integrated Care Board (BLMK ICB). These are outside of the control of the surgery.

We appreciate that this situation has caused frustration for the community—our team shares that frustration. We continue to actively engage with the ICB and are pressing for the earliest possible opening date. As soon as the ICB confirms this, we will communicate it publicly and directly to patients.

In the meantime, Marston Forest Healthcare remains fully open and continues to offer services from our existing sites, including registration for all eligible patients.

If any resident has been told they cannot register with our practice, please contact us directly so we can investigate it immediately.
